























CRA Petitions:


-Runaway: child age 6 to 18


-Stubborn child: child age 6 to 18


-Truant: child age 6 to 16


-School Offender: child age 6 to 16


[Victim Sexual Exploitation: under 18]





Application filed by petitioner:


-Runaway and Stubborn Child by parent, legal guardian or custodian


-Truant and School Offender by school district, with statement


[-Victim Sexual Exploitation by parent or police?]








Runaway child


on CHINS custodial protection, or child fails to obey summons, petition automatically issues





Appointment


of counsel for child





Clerk sets date for Preliminary Hearing, w/in 15 days, refers to probation for preliminary investigation. Notice to Child. Info to parent. May summons.





Probation reports whether it is in the child’s best interests to provide informal assistance and makes recommendation to judge





Probation Officer makes recommendation as to whether child’s best interests would be served by Petition issuing








Preliminary Hearing. Stubborn child/not likely to appear, may be placed in temporary custody of DCF for 15 days. May be extended 2x, maximum 45 days. Counsel for parent?





Judge decides to refer for informal assistance or proceed with fact-finding hearing





Petition not 


issued due to no probable cause





Petition issued.


Fact-Finding Hearing scheduled








Judge declines to issue petition and refers to informal assistance for 90 max. 180 days, and then dismissal or proceed to trial





Fact Finding Hearing/Trial (with different judge), beyond a reasonable doubt.





Informal assistance for max. 180 days and then dismiss or proceed to trial








Permit child to remain in the home subject to conditions and limitations





Place child in care


of qualified relative or adult subject to conditions and limitations





Place child in care of licensed childcare agency or other qualified private agency subject to conditions and limitations





Extension Hearing after 120 days, Standard  whether purposes of order have been accomplished.  May be extended for three 90-day periods maximum.


(Maximum 390 days)





Adjudicated Child/Family Requiring Assistance





Dismissed, expunged.





Court Conference with written recommendations. Counsel for parents?

Commit child to DCF subject to conditions and limitations
