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APPELLANT-MOTHER'S MOTION TO CONSOLIDATE PENDING APPEAL OF TERMINATION DECREE AND APPEAL OF 
DENIAL OF NEW TRIAL MOTION 

The appellant-Mother, Thalia C. (“Mother"), respectfully moves this Court to consolidate the appeal of the Juvenile Court’s decree terminating her parental rights to Sarah C. (an appeal currently pending in this Court under the docket number above) and Mother’s appeal of the Juvenile Court’s denial of her Motion for New Trial.  Mother further moves that this Court consolidate the two appeals under the above Docket Number without the need for further assembly of the record.


In support of this motion, Mother states as follows:

1. The underlying appeal was docketed in this Court on or about May 25, 2014.

2. A single justice of this Court (____, J.) granted Mother leave to file a motion for new trial on June 15, 2014, and ordered that her brief be filed by August 1, 2014.  
3. Mother’s Motion for New Trial was denied by Judge ______ of the ______ Juvenile Court on June 20, 2014.  Mother filed a Notice of Appeal of that order on June 22, 2014.

4. Mother’s counsel has secured the compact disc of that hearing and has already placed it in the hands of a court-certified stenographer.  The stenographer has assured Mother’s counsel that the transcript of that hearing will be done by July 15, 2014.  Mother’s counsel has assured the Clerk of ______ Juvenile Court that the original of the transcript of the June 20, 2014 hearing will be provided to her office as soon as it is completed.


5.  The record has already been assembled for the original appeal.  The only additional items necessary for this Court to review the denial of Mother’s new trial motion are the transcript, Mother’s motion for new trial, the trial court’s findings in support of its denial of the motion, and a new certified docket sheet.  Mother’s counsel is already in possession of all items other than the transcript (which is expected to be short), and can attach those documents to her brief.  Accordingly, further assembly of the record is unnecessary in order to process the appeal of the denial of Mother’s new trial motion.

6.  The interests of judicial economy are served by consolidating the appeal of the denial of Mother’s new trial motion with the pending appeal of the decree terminating her parental rights under the docket number above.
WHEREFORE, Mother respectfully moves this Court to consolidate the appeals of the underlying termination decree and the denial of the Mother’s motion for new trial under the current docket number without need for further assembly of the record.
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
