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May 2026 Training for Experienced Probate Court Practitioners to Represent Clients in Guardianship of Minor Proceedings
 
This spring the Children and Family Law (CAFL) division of the Committee for Public Counsel Services (CPCS) is presenting a training program for attorneys who wish to become certified to represent children, parents and guardians in guardianship of minor proceedings in the Probate and Family Court. The training is open to attorneys who are not already certified to represent children and parents in care and protection cases in the Juvenile Court. Attorneys must have prior experience representing clients in family law cases in the Probate and Family Court. Once certified to receive appointments in guardianship of minor cases, attorneys will be compensated by CPCS at a rate of $95.00 per hour.
 
The training will be a mix of live Zoom sessions, an in-person training day, and self-directed work.  The live Zoom sessions will take place on May 6, 2026, from 3:00-4:00 pm, and May 11 & May 18, 2026, from 2:00-4:30 pm. The in-person training day will take place on May 14, 2026, from 9:30 am-4:30 pm, in Worcester, MA.  Attendees will be required to watch recorded lectures and complete assignments before each of the sessions.
